Four names for him

B Revelation 12:9—The being called the dragon, serpent of old, devil and Sa-
tan (who deceives the whole world) was cast to the earth.

B Revelation 20:2—The being called the dragon, serpent of old, devil and Sa-
tan was bound for 1,000 years.

Dragon

B Revelation 12:3—The tail of a great fiery red dragon drew a third of the
angels to the earth.

B Revelation 12:4—The dragon stood before the woman who was ready to
give birth—to devour the Child as soon as It was born.

B Revelation 12:7-8—Michael and his angels fought with the dragon.

B Revelation 12:9—The dragon (who deceives the whole world) was cast to
the earth.

B Revelation 12:13—When the dragon was cast to the earth, he persecuted
the woman who gave birth to the male Child.

B Revelation 12:16—When the dragon sent a flood after the woman, the earth
swallowed the flood.

B Revelation 12:17—The dragon was enraged with the woman, and he went
to make war with her offspring (who keep the commandments of God and have
the testimony of Jesus Christ).

B Revelation 13:2—The dragon gave the beast his power, his throne and
great authority.

B Revelation 13:4—They worshipped the dragon who gave authority to the
beast.
