John 2:18-22—So the Jews answered and said to Him, “What sign do You show
to us, since You do these things?” Jesus answered and said to them, “Destroy
this temple, and in three days | will raise it up.” Then the Jews said, “It has taken
forty-six years to build this temple, and will You raise it up in three days?” But He
was speaking of the temple of His body. Therefore, when He had risen from the
dead, His disciples remembered that He had said this to them; and they believed
the Scripture and the word which Jesus had said.

Matthew 12:39-40—But He answered and said to them, “An evil and adulterous
generation seeks after a sign, and no sign will be given to it except the sign of the
prophet Jonah. For as Jonah was three days and three nights in the belly of the great
fish, so will the Son of Man be three days and three nights in the heart of the earth”

Luke 23:54—That day was the Preparation, and the Sabbath [John 19:31, an
annual sabbath on Thursday] drew near.

John 19:31— Therefore, because it was the Preparation Day, that the bodies should
not remain on the cross on the Sabbath (for that Sabbath was a high day), the Jews
asked Pilate that their legs might be broken, and that they might be taken away.

Luke 23:56—Then they returned and prepared spices and fragrant oils. And
they rested on the [weekly] Sabbath according to the commandment.

Matthew 27:62-64—On the next day, which followed the Day of Preparation, the
chief priests and Pharisees gathered together to Pilate, saying, “Sir, we remem-
ber, while He was still alive, how that deceiver said, ‘After three days | will rise’
Therefore command that the tomb be made secure until the third day, lest His
disciples come by night and steal Him away, and say to the people, ‘He has risen
from the dead. So the last deception will be worse than the first”
