“The neurosurgeon was hoping to decompress an artery on the left side of the
brain stem that was not visualized on an MRI. But, when she got in there, she
was not able to see the artery because of the scar tissue. And, with the scar tis-
sue being so close to the brain stem and surrounding anatomy, the risk was too
great to take it out. But she did remove some scar tissue and a small piece of the
skull to allow more room for the brain stem in general in hopes that this will take
pressure off the vomiting centers”

Hospital in Tyler. Later that evening, the doctors said that she did not have pneu-
monia, but that her congestive heart failure had caused her to have excess fluid
in her system.

Scriptures to consider

Exodus 15:22-27—So Moses brought Israel from the Red Sea; then they went
out into the Wilderness of Shur. And they went three days in the wilderness and
found no water. Now when they came to Marah, they could not drink the waters
of Marah, for they were bitter. Therefore the name of it was called Marah. And the
people complained against Moses, saying, “What shall we drink?” So he cried
out to the LoRD, and the LoRrD showed him a tree. When he cast it into the waters,
the waters were made sweet. There He made a statute and an ordinance for
them. And there He tested them, and said, “If you diligently heed the voice of the
Lorp your God and do what is right in His sight, give ear to His commandments
and keep all His statutes, | will put none of the diseases on you which | have
brought on the Egyptians. For | am the LorD who heals you.” Then they came to
Elim, where there were twelve wells of water and seventy palm trees; so they
camped there by the waters.

Exodus 16:1-3—And they journeyed from Elim, and all the congregation of the
children of Israel came to the Wilderness of Sin, which is between Elim and
Sinai, on the fifteenth day of the second month after they departed from the land
of Egypt. Then the whole congregation of the children of Israel complained
against Moses and Aaron in the wilderness. And the children of Israel said to
them, “Oh, that we had died by the hand of the Lorp in the land of Egypt, when
we sat by the pots of meat and when we ate bread to the full!

IG SANDY, Texas—Recently, I be-
B gan a series of brief articles to dis-
cuss chapters in the book of Romans.
This week, we will talk about chapter 14.
May this project encourage you to re-
view the valuable history found in the book
of Romans.

Avoid condemning others

Many Bible students note that the first 11
chapters in the book of Romans deal more
with spiritual concepts of God’s righteous-
ness and that chapter 12 begins a section of
Christian-living principles.

The Christian-living principle at the
beginning of chapter 14 deals with a disci-
ple’s goal to have both conviction and com-
passion.

Notice Romans 14:1.

Romans 14:1—Receive one who is
weak in the faith, but not to disputes over
doubtful things.”

The apostle Paul proceeded to make his
point by contrasting the difference between
those who eat only vegetables and those
who eat meat (verses 2-3).

He elaborated in verses 4-6.

Romans 14:4-6— “Who are you to judge
another’s servant? To his own master he
stands or falls. Indeed, he will be made to
stand, for God is able to make him stand.
One person esteems one day above another;
another esteems every day alike. Let each
be fully convinced in his own mind. He
who observes the day, observes it to the
Lord; and he who does not observe the day,
to the Lord he does not observe it. He who
eats, eats to the Lord, for he gives God
thanks; and he who does not eat, to the Lord
he does not eat, and gives God thanks.”

B None of us lives to himself or dies to
himself (verse 7).

B Whether we live or die, we are the
Lord’s (verse 8).

B Christ rose again to live that He might
be the Lord of both the dead and the living
(verse 9).

B Why do you judge you brother or why
do you show contempt for your brother
(verse 10)? We shall all stand before the
judgment seat of Christ.

B Paul paraphrased Isaiah 45:23 (verse 11).

B Each of us shall give account of him-
self to God (verse 12).

Avoid causing someone to stumble

B Don’t judge another person and don’t
put a stumbling block in a brother’s way
(verse 13).

B To him who considers something to
be unclean, it is unclean (verse 14).

B Do not destroy with your food the one
for whom Christ died (verse 15).

B The Kingdom of God is not food and
drink. It is righteousness, peace and joy
(verses 16-18).

B Pursue the things that make for peace
and edification (verse 19).

B Do not destroy the work of God for
the sake of food (verse 20).

Romans 14:21—t is good neither to
eat meat nor drink wine nor do anything by
which your brother stumbles or is offended
or is made weak.”

Romans 14:22—“Do you have faith?
Have it to yourself before God. Happy is he
who does not condemn himself in what he
approves.”

Definitions of sin

Many Bible students view Romans
14:23 as one of the three scriptural defini-
tions of sin.

B | John 3:4—Sin is defined by the law
of God.

B James 4:17—Sin is based upon a per-
son’s knowledge.

M Romans 14:23—Sin is based upon a
person’s faith.
