On Wednesday, Bea Gusner went to her cardiologist in Tyler, who did blood
work and evaluated her condition following her recent surgery in Minnesota. He
gave her a good report. She is continuing to lack energy as she recovers from
the heart-valve surgery and the long trip home.

Elaine Holloway passed along mostly good news this week. She had a nice
birthday celebration (age 80) last Sunday with her children. She reported the
good news that the doctors have at this time continued to resist any decision to
amputate her infected toe. Two challenging aspects of the week have been (1)
her emotional reaction to some of her dreams about Kit and (2) the fact that she
will be getting a different aide who visits her three days a week. (She has enjoyed
her relationship with Ashley.)

In last week’s bulletin, we mentioned that Marilyn Boston was scheduled to
leave the rehab facility on June 2 and that her daughter Kathleen (of the
Washington, D.C., area) was scheduled to arrive on June 1.
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In last week’s bulletin, we mentioned that Willie Choate had pain in his back and
his hip and that he was diagnosed with a possible inflammation of his prostate.
Last Saturday, he went to Good Shepherd Hospital in Longview. The doctor said
that the pain in his back and hip was due to a pulled muscle. Mr. Choate is sched-
uled to visit a doctor on June 11 to discuss possible prostate surgery.

On Wednesday, Sonny Rosenberger went to a doctor who successfully
helped him to deal with previous pain in his feet.

In last week’s bulletin, we mentioned that Vonda Ouellette was dealing with an
apparent case of food poisoning. As it turned out, Mrs. Ouellette went to East
Texas Medical Center in Tyler last Friday (May 25). The doctor diagnosed her
with low sodium and low potassium. At the time, she was anticipating a long stay,
but she was actually able to go home last Monday.

Jimmy Rogers of Denton, who recently fell and aggravated a problem at the
L-4 and L-5 vertebrae that had been previously injured, was moved to rehab.

Chuck Ragland of Lindale (father of Diana Havir) had some up-and-down
days this week at Mother Frances Hospital in Tyler. Here are some excerpts from
Mr. Ragland’s wife, Janet: “Chuck was moved into the critical-care unit at Long-
Term Acute Care at Mother Frances for the next 21 days for rehab and recovery.
He is medically fragile and so weak but no longer requires being in the main ICU.
He was taken off the ventilator Thursday. He is still receiving intravenous nutri-
tion but will get upgraded to clear liquids very soon.”

New prayer requests

On Sunday, Marie Byrum (friend of the Bothas) requested that Dave Havir
travel to Jacksonville to anoint her due to extreme pain in her back. She reports
that the prayers helped her that day, but a new problem arose. She began regu-
larly falling—sometimes twice a day. Her daughter, Glenda Chavers, reports
that any time her mother needs to get out of bed they have to call paramedics to
come and assist her. Family members are looking into finding a nursing home for
desired rehabilitation.

On Tuesday, a son-in-law of Virgil Webb in Baton Rouge, La., sent the following
text to Dave Havir: “We had to take Virgil to the hospital. He has not felt good for
a number of days. They are going to keep him to help him to start feeling better””

On Thursday, Gracie Feaker went by ambulance to Mother Frances Hospital in
Tyler. She was diagnosed with an infection in her leg and returned home that evening.

P.F. Lazor of Soledad, Calif., has been diagnosed with kidney stones.

On April 11, David John Fischer of Billings, Mont., was run over by a car while
driving his motorcycle home from work. (When the car hit Mr. Fischer, it dragged
him 20 feet under the car.) Even though wearing a helmet, Mr. Fischer suffered
severe brain damage and was in a medically induced coma for approximately two
weeks. Due to swelling of his brain, a large portion of his skull was removed in an
emergency surgery. Eventually Mr. Fischer regained consciousness and has made
strides in his recovery.

IG SANDY, Texas—Recently, I be-
B gan a series of brief articles to dis-
cuss the book of Job. There will be
times when we talk about (1) a group of
chapters, (2) one chapter and (3) a portion
of a chapter. Today, we will discuss Job 3.
I hope this project encourages you to re-
view the valuable history and lessons found
in the book of Job.

Three truths

In previous articles, we established the
following truths.

B Following the two trials in chapters 1
and 2, Job’s initial reaction was exemplary
(Job 1:20-22 and Job 2:10).

B The book of Job mentions his sin in
Job 35:16 (“Therefore Job opens his mouth
in vain; he multiplies words without knowl-
edge” (Job 35:16) and in Job 38:2 (“Who is
this who darkens counsel by words without
knowledge?”).

B The words of the three friends were
generally a negative influence upon Job
(Job 42:7).

Important observation

Because of Job 42:7, Bible students ac-
cept that the words of the three friends were
a negative influence upon the thoughts of
Job and the words he used in expressing
those thoughts.

However, did you notice that the words
of Job in chapter 3 were expressed by him
before he heard the words of the three
friends (which began in chapter 4)?

While it is true that the words of the
three friends toward Job were a negative
influence upon him in chapters 4-31, his
words in chapter 3 were spoken before they
were a bad influence upon him.

Deplored his birth

Job opened his mouth and cursed the day
of his birth (Job 3:1).

Job 3:3-5—“May the day perish on
which I was born, and the night in which it
was said, ‘A male child is conceived.” May
that day be darkness; may God above not
seek it, nor the light shine upon it. May
darkness and the shadow of death claim it;
may a cloud settle on it; may the blackness
of the day terrify it.” ”

Job 3:11-13—“Why did I not die at
birth? Why did I not perish when I came
from the womb? Why did the knees receive
me? Or why the breasts, that I should
nurse? For now I would have lain still and
been quiet, [ would have been asleep; then
I would have been at rest.”

Job 3:16—“Or why was I not hidden
like a stillborn child, Like infants who
never saw light?”

Job 3:20-22—“Why is light given to
him who is in misery, and life to the bitter
of soul, who long for death, but it does not
come, and search for it more than hidden
treasures; who rejoice exceedingly, and are
glad when they can find the grave?”

Job 3:26—1 am not at ease, nor am I
quiet; I have no rest, for trouble comes.”
