Hardened Pharaoh’s heart

At various times throughout this ordeal,
we read that God hardened Pharaoh’s heart.
Before the 10 plagues were even unleashed
upon the Egyptians, God foretold what was
going to occur.

Exodus 4:21-23—“And the LORD said
to Moses, ‘“When you go back to Egypt, see
that you do all those wonders before Pha-
raoh which I have put in your hand. But I
will harden his heart, so that he will not let
the people go. Then you shall say to Pha-
raoh, “Thus says the LORD: ‘Israel is My
son, My firstborn. “So I say to you, let My
son go that he may serve Me. But if you
refuse to let him go, indeed I will kill your
son, your firstborn.” >’ ”

Protection from 10th plague

When the events finally came to the 10th
plague, God instructed the children of Is-
rael how they could be protected and deliv-
ered from that horrible event.

M Deliverance involved a lamb without
blemish—Exodus 12:5 and Exodus 12:21.

B Deliverance involved being covered
by the blood of the lamb—Exodus 12:7 and
Exodus 12:22-23.

Finally got to leave

After the protection from the 10th plague,
the children of Israel were finally able to
leave Egypt.

Exodus 12:31-33—Then he called for
Moses and Aaron by night, and said, ‘Rise,
go out from among my people, both you
and the children of Israel. And go, serve the
LorD as you have said. Also take your
flocks and your herds, as you have said, and
be gone; and bless me also.” And the Egyp-
tians urged the people, that they might send

them out of the land in haste. For they said,
‘We shall all be dead.””
