Press release from Upshur County Sheriff’s Office

ILMER, Texas (July 3)—The Up-
Gshur County Sheriff’s Office will not
take actions to enforce the Texas
Governor’s Office Executive Order GA29,
issued on July 2, regarding the mandatory
use of face masks.

The executive order includes specific
language prohibiting law enforcement use
of detention, arrest or confinement to en-
force the order. This language strips police
of the fundamental tools necessary to en-
force compliance with the law.

This language would subject our agency
to liability for even speaking to a person
about this order, as that could be construed
as a detention. Furthermore, holding some-
one for the purpose of issuing a citation
related to a fine would be, under current
law, a legal detention.

The Sherift’s Office must consider the in-
tent of the Texas Constitution in regards to
how laws of the land are passed and enforced
in this state. Traditionally, law enforcement
only enforces laws and statutes that are the
product of the legislative process or the prod-
uct of regulatory authorities authorized by
the legislature. The further removed we be-

come from this, the more liability and
responsibility we incur as an agency.

The Sheriff will not require deputies to
wear face masks on duty for two reasons:

1. The wearing of objects near the face
and neck provides an offender possible
tools to impose harm to an officer, and the
office will not put the deputy in an unnec-
essary disadvantage during physical con-
frontation. For the same reason, deputies at
this agency are not required to wear neck-
ties on duty unless in ceremonial events.

2. In light of recent allegations in the
nation of misconduct on the part of police,
The Sheriff will not restrict the deputy’s
ability to clearly communicate intentions
when in contact with citizens.

The Sherift’s Office will not prohibit a dep-
uty from wearing a face mask if they so choose.

The Sheriff’s Office does not make this
statement as any disrespect to Gov. Abbott
and we encourage all citizens to take rea-
sonable precautions in their own life to mit-
igate possible exposure to the corona virus.
Please be responsible as you celebrate this
great holiday weekend commemorating the
freedoms we enjoy as a nation.

B of July weekend in the year 2020.
While it is important for people to be
thankful every day of our lives, I believe
that this is a time to be thankful for the
blessings of our country.
I want to share a few moments talking about
your worldview. I want to proceed by examin-
ing two different areas of our worldview.

International

What is your worldview toward the peo-
ple who share our planet with us?

John 3:16— For God so loved the world
that He gave His only begotten Son, that
whoever believes in Him should not perish
but have everlasting life.”

Acts 10:34-35—“Then Peter opened his
mouth and said: ‘In truth I perceive that
God shows no partiality.

National

Paul had a love for his countrymen.

Romans 9:3— “For I could wish that I my-

self were accursed from Christ for my breth-
ren, my countrymen according to the flesh.”

The Bible taught that the laws of the land
were for citizens who were born here and
for naturalized citizens.

Leviticus 18:26— You shall therefore
keep My statutes and My judgments, and
shall not commit any of these abomina-
tions, either any of your own nation or any
stranger who dwells among you.”

Leviticus 24:22—*You shall have the same
law for the stranger and for one from your
own country; for I am the LOrRD your God.”

Numbers 15:16—“One law and one cus-
tom shall be for you and for the stranger
who dwells with you.”

Paul and his rights

Notice how Paul was aware of his rights
and utilized his rights to navigate through
difficult times.

Acts 16:37-38—But Paul said to them,
‘They have beaten us openly, uncondemned
Romans, and have thrown us into prison.
And now do they put us out secretly? No
indeed! Let them come themselves and get
us out.” And the officers told these words to
the magistrates, and they were afraid when
they heard that they were Romans.”

Acts 22:25-29—“And as they bound
him with thongs, Paul said to the centurion
who stood by, ‘Is it lawful for you to
scourge a man who is a Roman, and un-
condemned?” When the centurion heard
that, he went and told the commander, say-
ing, ‘Take care what you do, for this man is
a Roman.” Then the commander came and
said to him, ‘Tell me, are you a Roman?’
He said, ‘Yes.” The commander answered,
‘With a large sum I obtained this citizen-
ship.” And Paul said, ‘But I was born a cit-
izen.” Then immediately those who were
about to examine him withdrew from him;
and the commander was also afraid after he
found out that he was a Roman, and be-
cause he had bound him.”
