On Monday, Hope reported: “The doctors were able to place two
plastic stents inside the metal stents.” On Tuesday, Hope reported: “Tim had an
awfully rough night, the worst pain he’s had yet that couldn’t be resolved with
pain meds.”

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Deep State, Pedophile Ring and QAnon

IG SANDY, Texas—Whenever a per-
B son reads a headline like the one
given to this article, a wide variety of
responses can rush into a reader’s mind.

Someone could ask: Why are you spend-
ing any time talking about subjects that the
mainstream media identify as “conspiracy
theories™?

My first response: I don’t believe that
two of the three subjects mentioned in the
headline should be called conspiracy theo-
ries. Granted, I have recently learned that
the third item (QAnon) includes a wide
spectrum of unusual ideas.

My follow-up comment: Obviously, I be-
lieve there is value is writing this article (or
I wouldn’t be doing it).

Media bias and freedom of speech

At this time, I want to give you the fol-
lowing statements.

B What sparked my interest about the
three items in the headline was an article
that I posted in the July 25 edition of the
weekly publication called “Eye on the
World”—titled “Twitter Bans 7,000 QAnon
Accounts, Limits 150,000 Others As Part
of Broad Crackdown.”

B My main interest was media bias and
freedom of speech.

B However, a little research revealed to
me that much of the content attributed to
QAnon is labeled by media outlets as con-
spiracy theories.

B | have little interest in spending time
in discovering or disproving conspiracy the-
ories. Therefore, I will make only a few com-
ments about QAnon.

What is it?
Since I didn’t know much about QAnon,
I read some articles about the subject.
According to the-sun.com: “QAnon is the

bizarre claim that the Democrats, Holly-
wood elites and members of the media are

engaged in a Satanic pedophile ring—and
President Donald Trump is secretly plotting
to have them all arrested.”

This article will include a few articles and
headlines about the following subjects.

1. The existence of a deep state

2. The existence of an international pedo-
phile ring

3. A brief description of QAnon

In case you don’t want to wade through
the material that I have accumulated for
this article, here is a synopsis of the follow-
ing material.

1. While there is rarely a disagreement
about the existence of a deep state, there are
certainly differences of opinion about how
far-reaching it is.

2. While some people had previously un-
covered and accurately reported facts about
an international pedophile ring, the main-
stream media have within the last year con-
firmed information that some people had
already known.
