Prayer updates

The breathing of Laura Moran is a little better as the doctors continue to decrease
her reliance on oxygen assistance. (You might remember how Mrs. Moran is famous
for sending out cards that she designs for the holy days through the year. With the
help of her daughter and grandson, she is working on the card for this year.)

Lisa Smith gave this update about Makayla Burkett: “Sunday [Sept. 5] she
passed out and her hemoglobin was at 4.2. The medical people gave her three
blood transfusions.” She went home on Thursday.

In the Sept. 4 bulletin, we mentioned that Dennis Benson of Prescott, Ariz., has
been dealing with an ear problem that has slowed his work pace and has caused him
some challenges (pain, pressure and some bleeding). Although he continues to work,
he still deals with some pain and discomfort. He and Karen appreciate your prayers.

In the Sept. 4 bulletin, we mentioned that Jimmy Rogers of Denton was sched-
uled for a doctor’s appointment on Sept. 8 (to learn the results of a CT scan). The
scan confirmed that the mass in the lower part of his right lung is lung cancer.
Because of his age and some of his previous health challenges (including a heart
bypass and heart-valve, liver-disease and kidney problems), the doctors are careful
with how they hope to proceed. He is scheduled for an MRI for his liver on Sept. 13.

In the Sept. 7 bulletin, we mentioned that Aubrey Roberts (13-year-old grand-
daughter of Stan and Roxanna West) was diagnosed with viral pneumonia. Her
oxygen level, which was low, improved during the week.

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“The Sound of the Trumpet”

BIG SANDY, Texas—There are some
general lessons found in Bible proph-
ecy that are also reflected in a spe-

cific understanding about the Feast of Trum-
pets. You may ask: What do you mean
by that?
� Example No. 1: In general studies of

prophecy and in a specific study of the
Feast of Trumpets, there is the understand-
ing of “calamity precedes restoration.”
� Example No. 2: In general studies of

prophecy and in a specific study of the
Feast of Trumpets, there is the understand-
ing of the trumpet as both an “alarm of
war” and the “sound of victory.”

Calamity precedes restoration
� Joel 2:1-11
� Joel 2:12-32
� Zephaniah 1:14-18
� Zephaniah 3:14-20

Alarm of war
Joel 2:1—“Blow the trumpet in Zion, and

sound an alarm in My holy mountain! Let all
the inhabitants of the land tremble; for the
day of the LORD is coming, for it is at hand.”

Zephaniah 1:16—“A day of trumpet
and alarm against the fortified cities and
against the high towers.”

Revelation 8:13—“And I looked, and I
heard an angel flying through the midst of
heaven, saying with a loud voice, ‘Woe, woe,
woe to the inhabitants of the earth, because
of the remaining blasts of the trumpet of the
three angels who are about to sound!’ ”

Revelation 9:1—“Then the fifth angel
sounded: And I saw a star fallen from heav-
en to the earth. To him was given the key to
the bottomless pit.”

Revelation 9:12—“One woe is past.
Behold, still two more woes are coming
after these things.”

Revelation 9:13-14—“Then the sixth an-
gel sounded: And I heard a voice from the

four horns of the golden altar which is before
God, saying to the sixth angel who had the
trumpet, ‘Release the four angels who are
bound at the great river Euphrates.’ ”

Revelation 11:14—“The second woe is
past. Behold, the third woe is coming
quickly.”

Sound of victory
Revelation 11:15—“Then the seventh

angel sounded: And there were loud voices
in heaven, saying, ‘The kingdoms of this
world have become the kingdoms of our
Lord and of His Christ, and He shall reign
forever and ever!’ ”

Matthew 24:31—“And He will send His
angels with a great sound of a trumpet, and
they will gather together His elect from
the four winds, from one end of heaven to
the other.”

1 Corinthians 15:50-52—“Now this I say,
brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit
the kingdom of God; nor does corruption in-
herit incorruption. Behold, I tell you a mys-
tery: We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be
changed—in a moment, in the twinkling of
an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet
will sound, and the dead will be raised incor-
ruptible, and we shall be changed.” 

1 Thessalonians 4:13-18—“But I do not
want you to be ignorant, brethren, concerning
those who have fallen asleep, lest you sorrow
as others who have no hope. For if we believe
that Jesus died and rose again, even so God
will bring with Him those who sleep in Jesus.
For this we say to you by the word of the Lord,
that we who are alive and remain until the
coming of the Lord will by no means precede
those who are asleep. For the Lord Himself
will descend from heaven with a shout, with
the voice of an archangel, and with the trum-
pet of God. And the dead in Christ will rise
first. Then we who are alive and remain shall
be caught up together with them in the clouds
to meet the Lord in the air. And thus we shall
always be with the Lord. Therefore comfort
one another with these words.”
