BIG SANDY, Texas—At our Bible
study on Wednesday night, I gave a
presentation titled “Angels in the

New Testament—Part 1.”
The presentation discussed angels from

Matthew to Jude (but not covering the book
of Revelation). For this article, I will pre-
sent angels in eight sections.

Angels subject to God and Christ
Hebrews 1:4—“Having become so much

better than the angels, as He has by inheritance
obtained a more excellent name than they.”

Hebrews 1:6—“But when He again brings
the firstborn into the world, He says: ‘Let
all the angels of God worship Him.’ ”

Angels who sinned
2 Peter 2:4—“For if God did not spare

the angels who sinned, but cast them down
to hell and delivered them into chains of
darkness, to be reserved for judgment.”

Jude 6—“And the angels who did not keep
their proper domain, but left their own abode,
He has reserved in everlasting chains under
darkness for the judgment of the great day.”

Birth of Son of God

unto Joseph.
� Luke 1:11-19—Gabriel appeared unto

Zacharias.
� Luke 1:26-38—Gabriel appeared unto

Mary.

Comforting the Son of God
