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Scriptures for the season

Revelation 11:15-18—Then the seventh angel sounded: And there were loud
voices in heaven, saying, “The kingdoms of this world have become the king-
doms of our Lord and of His Christ, and He shall reign forever and ever!” And the
twenty-four elders who sat before God on their thrones fell on their faces and
worshiped God, saying: “We give You thanks, O Lord God Almighty, the One who
is and who was and who is to come, because You have taken Your great power
and reigned. The nations were angry, and Your wrath has come, and the time of
the dead, that they should be judged, and that You should reward Your servants
the prophets and the saints, and those who fear Your name, small and great, and
should destroy those who destroy the earth”

1 Corinthians 15:50-55—Now this | say, brethren, that flesh and blood can-
not inherit the kingdom of God; nor does corruption inherit incorruption. Be-
hold, I tell you a mystery: We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be changed in
a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will
sound, and the dead will be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.
For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this mortal must put on
immortality. So when this corruptible has put on incorruption, and this mor-
tal has put on immortality, then shall be brought to pass the saying that is
written: “Death is swallowed up in victory. O Death, where is your sting? O

1 Thessalonians 4:16-17—For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven
with a shout, with the voice of an archangel, and with the trumpet of God.

Matthew 25:1-13—Then the kingdom of heaven shall be likened to ten vir-
gins who took their lamps and went out to meet the bridegroom. Now five of
them were wise, and five were foolish. Those who were foolish took their
lamps and took no oil with them, but the wise took oil in their vessels with
their lamps. But while the bridegroom was delayed, they all slumbered and
slept. And at midnight a cry was heard: “Behold, the bridegroom is coming;
go out to meet him!” Then all those virgins arose and trimmed their lamps.
And the foolish said to the wise, “Give us some of your oil, for our lamps are
going out” But the wise answered, saying, “No, lest there should not be
enough for us and you; but go rather to those who sell, and buy for your-
selves.” And while they went to buy, the bridegroom came, and those who
were ready went in with him to the wedding; and the door was shut. Afterward
the other virgins came also, saying, “Lord, Lord, open to us!”

IG SANDY, Texas—At our Bible study
Bon Wednesday night, I gave a pre-
sentation titled “Day of Atonement.”
Following are some of the ideas and some
of the scriptures from that Bible study.

Deuteronomy 16

Deuteronomy 16:1-16 mentioned three
different seasons of observance.

B Deuteronomy 16:1-15 mentioned “Pass-
over,” “Feast of Weeks” and “Feast of Taber-
nacles.”

B Deuteronomy 16:16 mentioned “Feast
of Unleavened Bread,” “Feast of Weeks” and
“Feast of Tabernacles.”

The Day of Atonement is one of the fall
festivals—lumped between the Feast of Trum-
pets and the Feast of Tabernacles.

Mentioned in Leviticus

The Day of Atonement is mentioned in
Leviticus 16 and Leviticus 23.

B Leviticus 23:26-32 mentions the Day
of Atonement as one of the “feasts of the
Lord.”

B Leviticus 16:1-34 mentions the Lord
telling Moses to give Aaron specific instruc-
tions for that day (in that time).

For the purpose of this Bible study, I am
going to mention three instructions given to
people.

Solemn rest (no work)

The Lord instructed Moses to tell the peo-
ple to have a solemn rest with no work on
the Day of Atonement.

When a person is convicted to keep a
seventh-day Sabbath, he would certainly be
convicted to keep the Day of Atonement in
a similar manner—and probably in a more
fervent manner.

An offering was made for them

Bible students are aware of the connec-
tion between the earthly tabernacle and the
earthly priesthood.

When a Bible student talks about the tab-
ernacle, he generally also talks about the priest-
hood.

B Exodus 25-27 gave information about
the tabernacle.

B Hebrews 2-8 gave information about
the priesthood.

B Hebrews 9 gave information about the
tabernacle.

B Hebrews 9:1-2—Here is information
about the first area of the tabernacle.

B Hebrews 9:3-5—Here is information
about behind the second veil.

B Hebrews 9:7-8—Once a year, the high
priest went behind the veil to present an
offering.

Afflict your souls

B Matthew 4:1-11—The Son of God fast-
ed when anticipating the temptation from
the devil.

B Matthew 6:16-18—The Son of God
said: “When you fast . . .”

B Matthew 9:14-15—The Son of God
said His disciples would fast after He was
resurrected.

M Jsaiah 58:3-5—The Lord wasn’t im-
pressed with the typical fast of the people.

B [saiah 58:6-7—The Lord enjoyed watch-
ing the benefits of a proper fast.
