She remains very weak, but isn’'t in pain.”

In previous bulletins, we mentioned that Bea Gusner was having difficulty breath-
ing. She continues to deal with that challenge. In the Nov. 23 bulletin, we men-
tioned that Mrs. Gusner received a two-wire pacemaker device in 2017 and had
been having discussions about the possibility of upgrading to a three-wire de-
vice.

“Let there be light”

It should come as no surprise that light
was critical to the creation of the earth.

B Genesis 1:1—In the beginning, God
created the heavens and the earth.

B Genesis 1:2—Darknesswas on the face
of the earth.

B Genesis 1:3—God said: “Let there be
light” and there was light.

B Genesis 1:4-5—God divided the light
from the darkness—calling the light “day”
and calling the darkness “night.”

B Genes's 1:11-18—God made two lights
—calling the greater light for the day and
the lesser light to rule the night.

Bear witness to light

W John 1:4—In the Word was life, and
the life was the light of men.

W John 1:5—The light shines in the dark-
ness, and the darkness did not comprehend it.

B John 1:6—There was aman sent from
God, whose name was John.

B John 1:7—This man came for a wit-
ness to bear witness of the Light.

B John 1:8-9—John was not that Light,
but was sent to bear witness of that Light.

Walk in light

B 1 John 1:5—This is the message that
we have heard and do declare: “God islight
and in Himisno darkness at all.”

W 1 John 1:6—"“If we say that we have
fellowship with Him and walk in darkness,
we live alie and do not practice the truth.”

B 1 John 1:7—"1f wewak inthelight as
Heisin the light, we have fellowship with

one another and the blood of Jesus Christ
His Son cleanses us from dl sin.”

Love God and love neighhor

B Mark 12:28—"“Which isthefirst com-
mandment of al?’

B Mark 12:30—You shall love your God
with dl your heart, soul, mind and strength.

B Mark 12:31—You shdll love your neigh-
bor as yourself.

B Mark 12:31—There is no other com-
mandment greater than these.

Avoid walking in darkness

The following words do not undo loving
God with heart, soul, mind and strength.
But the following words stress the need to
be loving people.

W 1 John 2:9—"Hewho saysheisinthe
light and hates his brother isin darkness.”

W 1 John 2:10—"Hewho loves hisbroth-
er abidesin the light, and there is no cause
for stumbling.”

W 1 John 2:11—"He who hates his broth-
er isin darkness and walks in darkness and
does not know where he is going—because
the darkness has blinded his eyes.”

Judgment is based upon understanding

The following words remind us about God's
criteriafor judgment—and thus should influ-
ence us to be kinder toward other people.

W John 12:46—The Son of God said: “I
have come as a light into the world, that
whoever believesin Me should not abidein
darkness.”

B John 12:47—The Son of God isnot judg-
ing those who do not understand.

W John 12:48—The Son of God is judg-
ing those who reject His words—after they
understand His words.

We sure like the fact that the Father and
Son judge us only when we know better.
Maybe we could find it within our heart to
be kinder toward those who redly don’t
understand.
