She appreciates her neighbors and members of the congregation
who were able to help her in the process. She thanks Marcia Chambers for
letting her stay with her last Wednesday night.

Following is an update on Wednesday from Anthony Kimmons about his wife,
Pam: “Pam’s overall condition has continued to decline. Due to bureaucratic con-
straints and difficulties in sourcing the pain medications needed, we began hos-
pice care at home. Their care has been a tremendous blessing. We are so thank-
ful for your prayers and support. Your calls, cards, letters and visits are always so
appreciated and brighten up our day. Please continue to ask for God'’s strength
to help us keep a positive outlook as we continue this trial. We are continuing to
trust in God’s mercy and healing power.”

Following is an update on Wednesday from Ramon Coleman of Kansas City
concerning his kidney cancer: “I had a CT scan this morning and met with the
doctor in the early afternoon. The tumors had not changed in the last six months.
Exactly the same size. So that is good. Six months ago he wouldn’t remove my
kidney because my heart wasn't strong enough. It is now. | was hoping he would
remove the kidney. But he thinks the surgery might be more stressful than the
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tumors themselves—since they are extremely slow-growing. | disagreed with him.
I don't like any cancer in me. We had a good discussion. He explained about the
heart medication | would have to stop taking before and after the surgery—how
it could affect me, the risk, etc. He wanted me to wait six months and run anoth-
er scan. He said the tumors could be benign. | still wasn’'t comfortable. We nego-
tiated. (He said we negotiated like the UN does.) We both agreed to wait three
months and do another CT scan. Thank you for your prayers.”

New prayer requests

On Jan. 26, Dave McLearen reported that he was diagnosed with a significant
case of gout (in both knee and ankle) and also strep throat. On Jan. 29, Mr.
McLearen reported that Theresa was also diagnosed with strep throat.

Paula Monsalvo of Mobile, Ala., was expecting surgery last Wednesday, but it was
postponed until this coming Tuesday. Following is the information sent by her hus-
band, Bernie: “Paula (age 82) has had three separate, painful fungal infections
since late December—along with three increasingly strong courses of antibiotics.
Last week, her doctor found an infected breast cyst. After two unsuccessful attempts
to remove it in the office, she was scheduled for outpatient surgery [last
Wednesday].” On Wednesday afternoon, Mr. Monsalvo reported: “No operation
today. Perhaps next Tuesday. The doctor now said he wanted the OR, not outpatient.”

material into three major concepts.

Not underestimate the enemy

Notice how the devil sought to thwart the
Son of God.

B Matthew 4:1-2—When the Son of God
was to be tempted by the devil, He fasted
for 40 days and nights.

W Matthew 4:3-4—The tempter used con-
trol techniquesto goad and to chalenge the
Son of God. The tempter said: “If you are
the Son of God .. .”

B Matthew 4:5-7—The tempter again used
control techniquesto goad and to challenge
the Son of God. The tempter said: “If you
arethe Son of God . . "

B Matthew 4.8-10—The tempter had apro-
posa to stop the suffering in the world.

Noticethat the devil asked the Son of God
if he could sift Peter.

B L uke 22:31—The Lord told Peter that
Satan had specifically asked to have access
to Peter with the goal of sifting him aswhest.

Notice that the devil has a clear objec-
tive.

W 1 Peter 5:8—The devil walks about as
aroaring lion—seeking whom he may devour.

Not overestimate the enemy

Notice the power of the Son of God.

B Jude 9—The archangel Michael knew
the value of saying: “ The Lord rebukeyou.”

B Revelation 12:11—They overcame the
devil by the blood of the Lamb and by the
word of their testimony.

B Revelation 12:17—The offspring of the
woman keep the commandments of God and

have the testimony of Jesus Christ.

B Luke 9:1—The Son of God called His
12 disciples together and gave them power
and authority over al demons.

W L uke 9:49-50—Notice that the power
of the Lord’s name is successful against the
enemy no matter what the identity of the
group is.

B Luke 10:1—The Son of God appoint-
ed 70 other people to travel in pairs before
He arrived in those aress.

M Luke 10:17—The 70 returned with joy
because even the demons were subject to them
—when they used His name.

W | uke 10:18—The Son of God remind-
ed them: “1 saw Satan fall likelightning from
heaven.”

W |uke 10:19—The Son of God remind-
ed them that He gave them power over ser-
pents and scorpions (but the next verse ex-
pressed amgjor truth).

W |_uke 10:20—"Nevertheless, do not rejoice
in this that the spirits are subject to you—
but rather rejoice because your names are
written in heaven.”
