· Quick reminder – The meal and the foot-washing 
 
John 13:12-17 the example of foot-washing 

  14  “if I then (your Lord and Teacher) have washed your feet, you also ought 
to wash one another’s feet” 

  15  “I have given you an example, that you should do as I have done” 
  17  “if you know these thing, blessed are you if you do them” 

 
· In remembrance of the Son of God 

 
1 Cor. 11:23-24 on the night He was betrayed – took bread – and when He had given 

thanks, He broke it and said: “Take eat, this is My body (which is 
broken for you) – do this in remembrance of Me” 

 
· Was the Son of God broken physically? 

 
John 19:32  the soldiers broke the legs of the other two crucified with Him 

  33  they did not break His legs 
  36  “not one of His bones shall be broken” 

Exodus 12:46 – Numbers 9:12 – Psalm 34:20 
 

· Bruised – (physically and emotionally) 
 
Isaiah 53:3  He is despised and rejected – a man of sorrow and acquainted with grief – 

He was despised 
   4  surely, He has borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows – we esteemed 

Him stricken by God and afflicted 
   5  He was wounded for our transgressions – He was bruised for our iniquities 

– by His stripes we are healed 
   6  like sheep we have gone astray – we have turned to our own way – the 

Lord has laid on Him the iniquity of us all 
   7  He was oppressed and He was afflicted 
 10  it pleased the Lord to bruise Him – He has put Him to grief 

John 10:15  I lay down My life for the sheep 



  17  I lay down My life, that I may take it again 
  18  no one takes it from Me, but I lay it down of Myself – I have power to lay 

it down, and I have power to take it again 
Matt. 26:26  the Son of God took bread, blessed it and broke it and gave it to His 

disciples – “take, eat; this is My body” 
   36  a place called Gethsemane 
   37  He began to be sorrowful, even to death 
   38  He said to them: “My soul is exceedingly sorrowful, even to death” 
   39  He said to His Father: “My Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass from 

Me; nevertheless, not as I will, but as You will” 
   42  He said a second time: “My Father, if this cup cannot pass away from Me 

unless I drink it, Your will be done” 
   44  He prayed a third time, saying the exact words 
   49  Judas – “greetings Rabbi” and kissed Him 
   61  (before Caiaphas the high priest) – two false witnesses 
   67  spit on Him – beat Him – struck Him with the palms of their hands 

Matt. 27:1  they plotted to kill Him 
26  Barabbas – Pilate scourged Him and delivered Him to be crucified 
27  the soldiers gathered the whole garrison around Him 
28  they stripped Him – they put a scarlet robe on Him 
29  twisted a crown of thorns on His head – mocked Him 
30-31  spit on Him – struck Him on the head 
31-32  they mocked Him – they compelled Him to bear His cross 
38  2 robbers were crucified with Him – one on the right – another on the left 
39  citizens – blasphemed Him – waging their heads 
40  “come down from the cross” 
41-43  chief priests, scribes and elders – mocked Him 
44  even the robbers – reviled Him 

Phil. 4:11  I have learned to be content – in whatever state 
12  abased & abound – full & hungry – abound & suffer need 
13  I can do all things through Christ – who strengthens me 

1 Peter 2:19  He endured grief – suffering wrongfully 
   20  an innocent man – did good & suffered – take it patiently 
   21  suffered for us 
   23  when He was reviled, He did not revile in return – when He suffered, He 

did not threaten 
   24  by whose stripes you were healed 

1 Peter 4:13  rejoice to the extent that you partake of Christ’s sufferings 
   14  if you are reproached for the name of Christ = blessed are you 
   15  suffering for our sins and our mistakes = NOT honorable 
   16  if anyone suffers as a Christian 

= let him not be ashamed 
= let him glorify God in this matter
