* Power for Initial Calamity
Job 21:18 Job described God's correction -- as strong wind
blowing away the stubble and as a storm carrying away the chaff
Job 27:21 Job described God's correction -- as an east wind

carrying a person away and as a storm
hurling a person out of his place

Isaiah 40:23 He shall bring the princes to nothing
24 when they are planted, He will blow on them and

they shall wither -- the whirlwind shall
take them away as stubble

Isaiah 41:16 the wind shall carry them away -- the whirlwind
shall scatter them

Isaiah 57:13 let your idols deliver you -- but the wind will
carry them all away -- a breath will take
them

Jer. 23:19 a whirlwind from the Lord has gone forth in fury --

a violent whirlwind -- it will fall violently on the head of the wicked

Jer. 25:32 disaster shall go forth from nation to nation -- and

a great whirlwind shall be raised up from
the farthest parts of the earth

Jer. 30:23 the whirlwind from God goes forth with fury -- a
