with all your strength (Deut. 6:5) —-- this
is the first commandment

Christ -- and the second like it is this: you
shall 1love vyour neighbor as yourself
(Leviticus 19:18) -- there is no other
commandment greater than these

scribe -- you have spoken the truth -- these 2

are more important than all the burnt
offerings and sacrifices

Christ -- you are not far from the kingdom of
God

Paul thanked Timothy
Paul mentioned that he was sending Timothy
Timothy sincerely cared for them

most people seek their own desires -- not the things
