The Lord Knows Those Who Are His

Mark 9:38 “Teacher — we saw someone (who does not follow us) casting out demons

in Your name, and we forbade him because he does not follow us”

39 “do not forbid him, for no one who works a miracle in My name can soon
afterward speak evil of Me”

40 “he who is not against us is on our side”

41 “whoever gives you a cup of water to drink in My name (because you
belong to Christ) . . . he will by no means lose his reward”

42 “but whoever causes one of these little ones (who believe in Me) to

stumble, it would be better for him if a millstone were hung around
